State regulation of a 5 year old child
Clarification from the Texas Department of Protection and Regula-
tory as to the ratio of children in care:

1.  If a child is 5 years before September 1st and registered for school,
the child is counted  in the ratio as a school age child.

2.  If a child is 5 years old before September 1st and not registered
for school, the child is counted in the ratio as one of your 6
preschoolers

3.  When a 5 year old child who is not in school turns 6 years old,
the child is now counted in the school age ratio

4.  If a child is 5 years old after September 1st and not is school, the
child is counted in the ratio as one of your 6 preschoolers
