Helpful Hints for Food Safety
Some important points to remember about food safety include:

✿   Food can spoil because of mishandling or improper storage.

✿  Bacteria from hands, utensils and work areas can
contaminate food

✿  Bacteria grow quickly between 40° - 140° F. This is known as
the danger zone. As food is held in the danger zone for an
extended period of time, more and more bacteria grow, causing
greater risk of food-borne illness.

✿  Keep hot food hot (above 140° F).

✿  Keep cold food cold (below 40° F).

✿  Bacteria in undercooked food can cause food-borne illness.
These bacteria are killed when food is cooked or re-heated to at least
165° F.

✿  Cook meats such as beef, pork, poultry, and fish to proper
internal temperatures. Use a meat thermometer when roasting
meats. Juices should run clear and meat should not be pink.

✿  Do not partially cook food one day and complete cooking the
next day. Reheat leftovers to at least 165° F.

✿  Thaw poultry and meat in a  frigerator.

✿  Never leave food at room temperature  for more than 2 hours.
